Where the Executive
Director is the alleged perpetrator, the FAO
must bring the matter to the former’s
superiors’ who in this instance are the TYDT’s
Board of Trustees — who must conduct a
disciplinary hearing in terms of the codified
position.

TYDT will cooperate with and
assist officials in discharging their duties in
terms of the applicable law.
